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Dosbarth Tysilio – We’ve had a very exciting week in Dosbarth Tysilio! On Tuesday afternoon, we welcomed the North Wales Fire Service into school and asked lots of interesting questions about the role of a firefighter. We even had a go at squirting the water and sitting in the fire engine! In literacy, we explored the use of capital letters and created our own pages for a Superhero ABC book. In mathematics, Reception pupils have been copying and creating their own repeating patterns, while Year 1 and 2 have been positioning numbers on a number line and estimating. As part of our Superhero topic, we have been learning about the pop art of Roy Lichtenstein, using dots to create superhero portraits and exploring onomatopoeia in comic books. We also had fun outdoors in Forest School, playing games and spotting signs of autumn. We were very happy to welcome Daisy and Evie Crompton into our class at the start of the week, with both girls settling well.
Dosbarth Tecla – In our topic work this week we learned how to use inverted commas in different sentences. For our PE this week with Mrs Wilkinson we played a game which was a little like rounders, but also involved kicking footballs and getting to throw or hit a tennis ball. In maths this week Year 3 have been working on adding and subtracting 1’s, 10’s and 100’s. Year 4 finished their place value work before starting work on addition and subtraction, where we have been using the column method to add two 4-digit numbers. Year 5 have been solving multi-step addition and subtraction problems, whilst Year 6 have been working on short division before starting to move onto long division. Olly has been solving linear and non-linear sequences. In science this week we carried out our moon crater investigation as part of the e-sgol live lessons, we dropped lots of different sized balls and then measured the diameter of the ‘craters’ they made. We had our weekly swimming lessons in Corwen Leisure Centre this morning.
