We have also been busy learning our Christmas songs in preparation for our carol service.

In groups Olivia read with Mrs Wilkinson and Evan used the iPad for spelling and Welsh games. Criw Cymraeg asked the class questions and we had to answer the questions in Welsh. We practiced our scripts and songs for the Christmas Carol Service. On Tuesday year 5 went to Ysgol Brynhyfryd to complete a CSI workshop. We compared the weather in Denmark to the weather in Llandegla at different times of the year. We recorded our findings on thermometers, where we coloured in the temperature. Kate from Ysgol Brynhyfryd came in to do rugby with us. In maths year 3 are doing multiplication, year 4 are working on their 7 and 11 times tables, year 5 are ordering fractions and year 6 are multiplying and dividing fractions. On Wednesday we came to school in Christmas jumpers for our Christmas dinner. We learnt about Julenisser and had to draw him in different places. In well-being Wednesday Olivia wrote a rhyming poem, while Evan made a Christmas game. Mr Urdd then gave us questions about the nativity and we had to answer yes or no. On Thursday we did mental maths, spellings and times tables, then finished our comprehension. We did some spelling games on the chrome books and continued with our maths work. We practiced our singing for the concert and completed Cwis Cymru. This morning we have been to Church and continued learning about advent and what each candle means. We then have our last swimming lesson in Corwen.
